Did you know that many of you r pic­
tures are in what amounts to our Service 
Flag? About 700 pictures are already 
up and the names of the other 500 
Aztecs in service are there on white 
cards awaiting the pictures which we 
hope you or your friends will send us. 

This panel is really quite unique. It 
consists of four sections each six feet 
long so that the overall length is 24 feet. 
It is 31f2 feet high and has 12 rows of 
mounts for cards 3 inches high. The 

1,200 mounts look very impressive ar­
ranged in alphabetical order so that 
names can be immediately located. 

To get the pictures we cut up two sets 
of Del Sudoestes for about I 0 years 
back. In genera l we used the best pic­
tu re we co ul d get bu t we favored grad­
uation pictures. 

Some of you ex-fr eshmen look pretty 
young to be piloting B I 7's so we will 
replace the older pictures with new ones 
as they come in but try to keep them 
down to about 2x2 inches for the head 
dimensions. 

Tel l your friends to vi sit the panel 
sometime on a week day or on Saturday 
morning (th e building is not open on 
Sundays) or better yet , come and see it 
yourself. It is in the hall of the Admin­
istration Building near Dean C. E. Peter­
son's office. 

Mi ss Haman drew the architectural 
blue prints for it, Ruth Kimball made the 
block letters for the title a nd "motto, " 
the class of 1945 sponsored it, Robley 
Baskerville and her friends did most of 
the picture mounting, and the editor of 
the News Letter did th e rest.

Missing in Action

Bill Goodchild had been missing in 
action just one month when the news 
reached home-and campus. 

The telegram which his mother re­
ce ived from the Adjutant General read: 
"The Secretary of War desires to express 
his deep regret that your son, Second 
Lieute na nt William S. G oodchi ld, Air 
Corps, has been reported missing in ac­
t ion in the Southwest Pacific area since 
Jan. 7. Additional info rmation will be 
sent . . . " 

Those of us who know him we ll feel, 
in stinct ively, that the last has not been 
heard from Bill Goodchild . Perhaps it's 
beca use that part of the Pacific is dot­
ted with small islands into whose jungles 
me n frequently disappear, on ly to 
em erge mo nths later. But it' s also be­
cause we know Bill's nature. 

Leo Calland, for whom Bill played 
football in 1940 and 1941, adequately 
ex pressed the thought all of us held 
when I first telephoned him the news: 

"Well, you ca n count on it that if Bill 
ha s a ny chance at all, he'll argue his way 
out of this one too!" 

If there is anything characteristic 
about the husky, good-natured athlete 
fro m Fullerton, it' s his love of a good 
argument. Some people used to call 
him a "beefer"-he did him se lf-but 
they failed to see that he was "beefing ' ' 
with a smil e in his eyes, hoping to ge t 
someone' s goat, or to start a good argu­
ment. He never debated-formally, 
t ha t is-but he had the debater's knack 
of leading you into an unguarded state­
ment which would neatly be turned 
aga inst you with barbs added. I've had 
it happen many times during rag -chew­
ing sessions at home. Leo Calland 
knows, too, for their dressing room de­
bates were a daily prelude to practice. 

As a football and baseball player-he 
was shortstop on the 1940 baseball team 
- Bill se ldom was spectacu lar , but Ca/­
land probab ly never had a better work­
horse in the backfield of any of his 
Aztec teams. Even so, Bill had his share 
of "moments"-when, playi ng safety for 
the first time, he returned a kick some 
70 yards for a touchdown against Whit­
her in 1940 ; when his spectacular punt­
ing of a soggy ball saved for San Diego 
a score less deadlock with a strong Fresno 
State team in the famous "battle of the 
mud " in Balboa stadium that same sea-

son; when he and Bill McKersie collabo­
rated on a neat 60-yard touchdown pa ss 
play against Caltech in 1941. 

On Dec. 5, 1941, he came out of a 
brief slump to play an important part in 
San Diego's 12 to 6 victory over College 
of Pacific in the Elks charity game . Not 
many hours later the Japs struck P'earl 
Harbor. In less than a month he wa s 
training in the Air Corps, along with two 
of hi s best fri e nd s, Roommate Earl Al ­
lison and Teammate Bob Cozens, bot h 
now li eutenants. 

The last letter the postman brough t 
us from "down there" ended thus: "Give 
my regards to everyone and tell them I 
st ill beef a ll of the time." Which mean t , 
" I'm stil l looking for a good argument. " 

The above article introduces a new 
plan for handling casualties in th e 
News Letter . Instead of pr inti ng a ll 
of the commentaries tha t are se nt in 
over a span of time, I shall ask a ca ­
pa ble acquaintance to handle each 
ca se using all information available . 
Then , unless additional information 
turns up , th e comments wi ll be cut 
to a mi nimum. 

Tha nks, Charlie , for doing a job 
better than any of us could have 
done it. Every one of us hopes that 
Bill comes out of the jungles to read 
it himself.- L. C. P.

Those two Fi ght ing Aztecs were with 

the 19th Bombardment Group from De­
cember 7th, 1941 , until the group wa s 
broken up late ly in Pyote, Texas. The 
19th, partly throug h the Suzie-0, has 
been publi c ized in Life, Time, and other 
magazines, newspapers, news broad­
casts, and various other means. It is 
from them that we get most of our news 
because Ralph and Haro ld just "ain't 
talkin' and writin' " very much for publi ­
cation. Hence t his News Lette r item has 
to use information that ha s already been 
made public . Here are ju st some bits: 

"The group lost 65 % of its original 
strength in battles. 

"The 19th is the most decorated 
group in the U. 'S. Army. 

"As group commanders, the I 9th's 
graduates may be able to build bridges 
between theory and reality ... 

"Awarded the Air Medal were (among 
others) I st Lt. Harold McAul iff of San 
Diego. 

"Eight Californians were awarded th e 
Air Medal for 'meritorious achievement' 
while partic ipating in aerial flight s in the 
Southwest Pacific area. 

"Last week the 19th got its orders . . A 
few will remain at Pyote as a nucleus for 
a new 19th . . . others are to get com­
mands of other groups ... 

"At its last parade Major G enera l 
Robert Olds added a decoration to 
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every man of the group: a blue bar 
framed in a go ld laurel band which each 
man is entit led to wear because the 
group has been cited at least twice. " 

Harold was at Clark Field at Manila 
on December 8th, 1941, a nd he got out 
by mere accident. He lost everything 
he had except the clothes on his back. 
He went to Mind anao, Java, Northern 
Austra lia , Rabaul, Coral Sea, and oth er 
places we read about .. . 

(Note: The above is more sig nificant 
fo r what it doesn't say than for what :t 
does say. We will want the rea l story 
whe n it can be told . L.C.P.)
