bed and getting very tired of it also. 

"Thanks for stopping in to see my 
mom. Tell her not to worry. 

; 'P .S. I would appreciate it if you 
would see what can be done about 
sending some good old American girls 
over here to keep us company. Blondes 
preferred."

From Col. Bob Wade who also is in 

North Africa: "Just a few lines to let 
you know that despite the rain, the 
snow, the wind , and the Germa ns, every" 
thing is still all right on this end of the 
line . However, if this weather keeps up 
I don't know how much longer I'll be 
able to say that-and mean it. Sleep­
ing on the ground in pup tents and snow 
just ca n't make a very pleasant com­
bination as far as I'm concerned. 

"But as long as I stay alive and rela­
t ively healthy I won 't complain too 
much. After all , that' s about all you 
can expect over here. I would appre ­
ciate some warmer weather, though­
a nd the local residents promise that 
March will bring it. I'm getting skepti­
cal, since March is only a few days away 
now, and there seems to be no letup in 
the wind and the rain. What a joke if 
they decided to pull that "unusual" 
weather angle on me-a California boy!

way or anything you like-all I know is 
that it is something worth preserving and 
worth fighting for.

"This is quite a little place that we 
have here and though it is not like the 
posts I have been on in the past we 
still ca ll it home.

We 
dug down into the ground and then put 
the tent over it, so that it makes for a . 
lot more room than a reg ular tent. I am 
the proud possessor of an in ner spring 
mattress which is the envy of the cam p 
and is without a doubt the only one in 
captivity over here that is in a pup .tent. 

"Since coming to Africa I have 
gained a lot of respect for a slit trench 
and I can tell you here and now that 
there is nothing like them and there is 
one thi ng about them, they are never

deep enoug h to satisfy those who are 
using them . 

" I haven 't gotten any of your corre­
spondence for a long time, Doc, but I 
am sure it is due to the fact that I have 
been moving arou nd too fast; in fact 
I haven't even qotten a ny word from 
home in three months, so I am really due 
for some mail soon. 

"G ive my regards to all the gang and 
the best of luck to all.

Here 
is an example of what the little devils 
like to do: About 2 mon ths ago a fel ­
low a nd I happened to be in a sma !I 
r71 otor boat and we were put-put-putting 
rig ht along without a wo rry in the wor ld .
