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RECONSTRUCTED SPEECH

Good afternoon, (boos) 'Ladies and Gen-
telmen (calmed down)--if there are any « o -
(boos). A funny.thing happened.-to me -on my
way to Oregon (laughter). (Reagan then ex-
plained he had changed his schedule in order
to meet the students.) I don't .think any
group of people should come -to the Capitol
with the expressed purpose. of .delivering
something to the . Governor and have the Gov-
ernor be absent (light applause):

_ (Reagan went on about Marshall Axelrod,
President of CFT. and how Axelrod had not
contacted him or bothered to learn his views.
Boos. He then said he had to leavej .could
not stay and speak.to.the rally. Boos.) I
am quite'sure; there is nothing I could say
that would create an open mind in many of
you (boos). I mean, an open mind on this
issue (boos). As Governor, I tell you that
never will I permit a Regent of the Univer-
sity to actively participate in a political
campaign in my behalf. (He forgot about Raf-
ferty, but the crowd didn't.) I would sug-
gest to you that there is. a sort of grey
area where certain lines must be defined. I
do not believe that in a state university or
callege system that the administration has a
right to ever do anything that would seek in
any partisan sense to involve the university
in péTiticss . I also believe it is not poli-
tical interference for the people of the
state to submit to the university and acade-
mic community how much money they must put
up for the schools.

: And I also believe that the people--the
people who without question or protest have
down through the years contributed willingly
and happily to the great and phenominal
growth of the educational system of this
state--that those people do have some right
to have a voice in the principles and the
basic philosophy that will go along with the
education they provide,

And to this sense I will tell you now
that while I, as a member of the Board of
Regents, will never infect politics in that
board as governor--as governor 1 am going to '
represent the people of this state . . . . &
