As a Rhodesian student I feel the fal­
lacies in the statements by Assemblyman E. 
Richard Barnes cannot be allowed to 90 un­
challenged. 

If ~fter only a six-day trip to Rhode­
sia f~ r. Barnes can come back giving author­
itative statements then I am sure he wIll, 
at least, g ive me credit for being more 
knowledgeable about Rhodesiah conditions 
thaQ -he. I was born, grew up, was educated 
and, s till intend to return to my unfortun­
a(e homeland. 

'Now to demo I ish some of the po i nts in 
his highly inaccurate article: 

(1) To claim that all the people in 
Rhodes i a, black and wh i te, "a re i rrevocab 1 y 
united behind the Smith government" is a­
bout ~ s - c c ur J t ~ ~s to S2Y Com~unist Chin, 
is a U.N. member. There are several hun­
dred Rhodesian students in the U.S. and 
Canada and not one of these African stu­
dents cares at all for the Smith regime. 

(2) There are probably about 1,000 
Rhodesian students in En01and and other 
\o./estern and Eastern European countries, in­
cl~ding the USSR. They are vehemently op­
posed to the Smith regime and wpuld active­
ly engage in its overthrow---/ suppose just 
to show how much they are pro-Smith! Even 
the students at the local University in 
Rhodesia have also opposed and challenged 
Smith. All the African students there do 
not like Smith. Some white sutdents sup-
port them too. Even the Arts and Hu~ni-
ties departments have a majority of the fa­
culty opposing Smith. 

(3) The African national ist leaders 
nO\.., held in semi-concentration camps, de­
tention and r estriction centers, as well as 
the thousands nO\" fill i ng Rhodes ian j ail s, 
wou I d fee 1 very i nsu 1 ted if somebody ins i n­
uated they supported Smith.

(4) How about the guerrillas now 
fighting Smith? Do they support him? If 
they do then certainly they have a strange 
way of demonstrating their support. 

(5) /\11 the churches in Rhodesia, 
Protestant and Cathol ic, are opposed to 
Smith. The only "church" group supporting 
the regime arc the ~egregationist Dutch Re­
formed Church. 

(6) Of course the chiefs ~ support 
Smith but then they are appointed and sub­
ject to dismissal by the regime. Th:y are 
just civil servants who have been reJec~ed 
by the Africans because they are the regIme 
appointees. Moreover these chiefs also de­
pend on the regime for their free landrov­
ers, free gas, armed guards, inflated sal­
aries, fir eproof houses -- not to mention 
their brightly colored purple and pink 
robes which make them look I ike ' eJ bunch of 
circus clowns . 

. Those chiefs brave enough to oppose 
the regime will find thems e lves I ike Chief 
Mangwende, among othe rs, resticat ed and de­
tained together with the nation~list lead-

ers in the areas like Gonakudzingwtl. Did 
you vist this area on your wonderful trip. 
Mr. Barnes? You certainly missed something 
if you did not, or could not , for you would 
have seen how the Smith dictatorship treats 
its political opponents. Some of , these 
people have been jailed or detained for 
yeors and yet have not been formally char­
ged with any offence. 

(7) I f these de ta i ned peop I e wer 8 ~ 
"agitators, bomb thro'v.Jers, and terrorists" 
why has the Smith regi~e, with all its 
massive pol ice network not ch3rged and con­
victed them? And, anyway, what is your ba­
sis for dubbing them "terrorists", or do 
you cal I anybody who fights for the achieve­
'ment of such nob I e ca uses as the equa I i ty 
of all men, inalienable rights, etc., "ter­
rorists"? After all, the Smith regime sur­
vives because of the terroristic methods it 
employs and yet you fail to say so. 

(8) Mr. Barnes 9 you accuse the over­
seas media of distorting Rhodesian events. 
When you were there did you e ver try to 
talk to the nationalist l eaders so that at 
least you could get th e ir own point of view 
or did you consider them terrorists whom 
you could not talk ' to?

Smith and his renegades on the one hand, or 
with Ha rold Wilson and his hypocritical 
British government on the other. The solu­
tion to Rhodesia's problems no~ 1 ies with 
the national ists wherever they may be and 
they wlll call the tune to which both Smith 
and Britain will have to dance whether th~i 
1 ike it or not. 

For the first time in her history Rho-
t desi a has not only admitted the presence of 
nationalist guerrillas on her soil, but has 
also admitted suffering some casual itr~s in 
cl ashes with them. In fact in mid-August, 
1967, the hard pressed Rhodesi~ns had to 
call for South African re:nforcements which 
came in the form of 500 commandos, armored 
cars, hel iocopters, etc. 

(20) But we ' are not scared. We shall 
fight on and even carry the struggle to 
Pretoria, South Africa's captial. The na­
tionalist leaders have now wrested the ini­
tiative from the southern Africa white 
supremacy bastions and will maintain the 
pressure. I Gan boldl~ assure Assemblyman 
Barnes that there will be no peace in Af­
rica until Smith is overthrown and the con­
sequences of b~s oppression el iminated. 
This we shall do because now there is no 
price we consider too high to pay' in order 
to eradicate white supremacy ~ in Rhodesia 
and establish a government not based on ~a­
cial · oppression, but one based on mutual 
cooperation.

We cannot a pologize for choos­
ing to fight rather than abandoning _ our 
country to al ien oppressors and traitors, 
and it is our hope that all mankind will 
support us in this endeavor. We also hppe 
that even Assemblyman Barnes will decide to 
support the struggle for human justice a­
ga inst all forms of oppression. 

If Mr. Barnes really wants to know 
more about Rhodesia, we are prepared ' 'to 
make available to him information ranging 
from police terror and torture to our blue­
print for a new ZIMBABWE in which a man 
will not be punished or ' privileged simply 
because of the accident of skin color. E­
ven " debat e with Mr. Barnes is ,quite wel­
come--jf he wants ~t.

This whole thing didn't jus~ start, 
although up to about a year ago thi~gs were 
pretty tired and the only thing ' that see~ed 
to go was the Heritage, a small but virile 
coffee house in Mission Beach, that would 
occassionally bring in a Gil Turner or a 
Clabe Hangen from out of town. 

I guess the Folk Festival last May 
really got things 90)ng because it made 

. money when everyone thought we w~re going 
to lose our shirt bringing traditional ,per­
formers to San 0 i egcL ~ low the Her i tage 
brings people from out of twon on a more 
regular basis. The Bifrost Bridge, though 
shakey, . i5 bringing bigger, better known, 
expensive acts to their bigger club in La 
Mesa ( like Sonny Terry (; Brownie McGhee 
coming this month for a week). 

The candy Co. also presents a six 
ni~ht a week program af a bit more commer­
cial nature at their new rlace out on El 
Cajon Blvd. near State College. 

. Last, I guess in aI-I modesty, I should 
mention Folk Arts (corner of Washington and 
India), a folklore center with records, 
bO,oks, lessons and crafts. 

Df course, ,~here are other manifesta­
ti 'ons of folkdom around l' ike the I!San Diego 
Folk Song Society" which meets once a month 
to . ;;·it ,around in a circle and sing songs. 
Everyone has to \ sing (I always feft that 
this was a bit sadistic), but only when 
they've been around for a long time. The 
current president is Corkey Woerner who is 
a good guy. 

T~ere is, of course the San Diego Folk
