Enrollment, boosted by a tremendous 
influx of vete rans taking advantage of 
the G. l. Bill, wil come within a few hun­
dred of doubling the previous highest 
enrollment in the col lege' s hi story. Nearly 
two-thi rds of the enro llm ent will be vet­
era ns, according to the est imate of Dr. 
Alfred White, regi strar. 

In order to meet the requirements of 
the suddenly-increased student body , 
the college administration will schedule 
cla sses throughout the day un ti l /,·00 · 
p.m. In several instances cla sses will be 
scheduled in the evening, and other 
cla sses wil l meet Saturday morning,. 

Construction is now under way on 23 
temporary campus buildings, including 
a large Quonset hut on the quad which 
will house a n additional study hall. Fac­
ulty offices and cla ss rooms will be 
housed in eight other steel buildings on 
the quad and the former parking lot 
to the west. 

The book store will be moved into a 
new building being erected on the smal l 
parking lot adjacent to the training 
school field, and the present book store 
will house student body offices. 

Fou r hundred housing units fo r the ex­
clusive use of Aztec veterans are being 
readied at the Riverlawn and Frontier 
housing projects near the lower end of 
Mission Val ley, and from ISO to 200 
units are supposed to be ready for oc­
cupancy by Sept. 15. The others should 
be ready in November. 

Married veterans will be gi ven prefer­
ence in obtaining these units. Applica­
ti ons should be submitted to Miss Kath­
erine Pyle in the Veteran s' offi ce.
