A 
battle between two outstandi ng lines fin­
ally was decided in San Diego's favor 
whe Leo Heaton, left end, blocked a 
Bu ll dog pu nt and Dale Brassey, rig ht end, 
fell on the ba ll in the end zone for a 
touchdown.

A week later, in the Homecoming 
game with Occidenta l in Ba lboa stadium, 
the Aztecs went into a slump and gave 
a comparitively listless performance, but 
still had enough power to defeat the 
Tigers, 2 1 to 12.
