Although beset by a pers istent injury 

jinx, Willie Steele, the greatest broad­
jumper the world has seen since Jesse 
Owens, added the two top champion­
ships of the year to his collection during 
recent weeks. 

In the National Intercollegiate cham­
pionships at Salt Lake City, he prac­
tically sailed out of the pit with a spec­
tacular leap of 26 feet, 6 in ches. Thi s is 

only 2'/4 inches short of Owens' world 
record and is the second greatest jump 
in recorded field history. Officials re­
fused to allow a N.C.A.A. record , how­
ever, because of a five-mile wind. 

Two weeks later in the National 
A.A.U. championships at Lincoln , Neb., 
W illie successfu lly defended hi s title at 
24 feet. 91/4 inches, although jumping 
on ly twice after re-injuring his heel. 

It looks li ke the Olympics for sure 
next year for Wil lie.
