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One of the most important pieces of 
legislation affecting the state co lleges of 
Cal ifornia enacted during the 1947 ses­
sion of t he Legisla ture was Assembly 
Bill 1530. It was the intent of this bill 
to amend the t hen current la nguage of 
the Education Code in order to make 
possible an expansion of the function s 
of the state col leges. 

Prior to the effective date of thi s new 
measure, Section 2030 I of the Educa­
tion Code read: 

"The primary fun ctio n of the state 
colleges is the training of teachers, and 
there shall be no extension of the cur­
ri culum of any state college which will 
carry it into any other field of hi gher 
education. As a secondary function, 
courses· in liberal arts may be given, but 
the course sha ll be only such as are ap­
propriate as courses of instruction for 

students intending to enter the teaching 
profession.'' 

This has been amended to read be­
ginning after the word 'teachers': 

"Sta te colleges al so may offer courses 
appropriate for a genera l or liberal edu­
cation as business , industry, public serv­
ices, homemaking, and socia l s·ervice; 
and offer the preprofessiona l courses 
needed by students who plan to transfer 
to universities for advanced professional 
study." 

Th is legis lation will mean much to San 
Di ego State C ollege. It will not only 
add courses of interest to the alumni, 
but will increase San Diego State Col­
lege's sphere of influence in the Cali ­
fornia system of ed ucation. Th is bill 
wa s introd uced in the Legis latu re by 
Kathryn T. Niehouse at the request of 
Dr. Wa lter R. Hepner, president of the 
col lege .

"A break in business conditions?" 
Dr. Roy E. Cameron first joined the 

facu lty of San Diego State College in 
1929 and has since become Professo r of 
Economics heading t he Department of 
Social Econom ics . He has long been 
cons idered a business and investment 
a utho rity. Dr. Cameron interprets cur­
rent economic cond itions to make hi s 
prediction of business in 1948. 

BUS INESS IN 1948 
Business tod ay is ve ry good and 

profits are reaching a ll time highs. With 
full employment and with many com­
pan ies ope rating at full capacity busi­
ness indi ces are not li kely to record 
higher levels of prod uct ion next ~ear . 
In fact, it is expected that the Federal 
Reserve Boa rd Index of Prod uction will 
move downward during the com ing 
months. 

This does not mean, however, that 
1948 will be a year of recession. Assum­
ing that we do have a se ri ous c ra ck up 
in Europe o r a sharp dip in com mod ity 

prices, business prospects for 1948 are 
very good. Most of our basic indus­
tries are in a strong pos ition and busi­
ness leaders are optimi sti c concerning 
prospects for their compa nies. Steel 
co mpanies, operating close to capacity, 
are unable to produce stee l fast enough 
to meet the demand. That condi t ion 
is likely to la st through 1948. The e lec­
tr ic powe r indu stry will need to expand 
fa ciliti es great ly to meet the demand 
for power in t he months a head. The 
farmers of the country have purchasing 
power suffi cient to keep the agricultural 
im plement indu stry operatin g at ful l 
capacity for months to come . And so 
it is with other industries, acc umu lated 
orde rs to keep the basic indu stries op­
erating at ve ry high levels make it likely 
that bus in ess wil l not run into se ri ous 
d iffi culty in the near future.

The re are, however, a number of un ­
fa vo rable fa ctors whi ch cloud the pic­
t ure. The fo reign scene is far from re­
ass uring. Shortage of dollars ma y result 
in a decrease of exports unl ess we sup ply 
t he fun ds with which to buy our prod­
ucts. Infl ation constitutes a real threat 
to our economy. Wh il e further inflation 
ma y provide a sti mulant to business it 
is ce rtain to create se rious maladju st­
ments to threaten business stability. 
Hig her li vi ng costs wil l tend to price low 
inco me groups o ut of the market . Severe 
price adjustments may be pa inful to 
business when they occur . Hi gh pros­
perity and inflation always generate co n-

ditions which are di sturbing and must be 
eradicated. That probably involves a 
downturn in business of rather serious 
proportions, but the timing of these 
changes in the business cycle is difficult. 

The favorable factors appear to be 
strong enough to carry us through the 
remainder of this year and wel l into 
1948 without a seriou s drop in business 
activity. Depression is unlikely so long 
as inventories are not excessive and 
plant capacity is not over-expanded, 
neither of whi ch conditions exist today. 
Strong demand for goods and large pur­
chasing power to buy these products are 
additional favorable factors existing at 
present. Althoug h production indices 
are likely to ease down somewhat in 
1948, we are not likely to see depre ss ion 
conditions during the year. However, 
we must admit t hat circumstances make 
predict ion of the months a head very 
difficult. With a serious crackup in 
Europe or with a rapid drop in prices, 
recession conditions could develop very 
quickly. Furthermore , the next major 
move in business will be downward and 
changes preceding depression are al­
ready developing. Some leading finan-

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cial servi ces have been bearish for some 
time and increa singly so with the pa ssage 
of time. 

While recognizing much divergen ce 
of expert opinion and various un ce rta in ­
ties in the present situati on, my predic­
tion is that no serious break in bu siness 
conditions wil l occur during the early 
months of the year. It is quite probable 
that the year 1948 will record a sat is­
factory level of business.
