that we all have problems of emotional 
adjustment. A teacher of mine used to 
say that the only perfectly adjusted 
individual was a corpse. 

Does this mean that we are a ll poten­
tial inmates of a mental hospital ? Shall 
we join the "viewers with alarm" in 
quoting statistics on the increase in in­
sanity and consult actuarial tables to 
determine our own chances of becoming 
such a statistic? 

Truly this is a dizzy world. An old 
cartoon by Hendrick Willem Van Loon 
shows a father and son on t he planet 
Mars, looking off at the neighboring 
planet, Earth. Asks the Martian son, 
"Papa, what are those people on Earth 
doing?" The Ma11tian father replies, 
"Going." "But where are they going?" 
queries the son. "No place. Just going." 

There, I believe is the answer to much 
of our lack of adjustment. Adjustment 
implies adjustment to something. We 
can't get where we are going unless we 
are headed some place. Nor can we ar-

IVAN McCOLLOM 
largely because these ideals are com­
pletely out of reach of us simple mor­
tals. 

Good mental hygiene should start 
with clearly defined goals. Let's decide 
just what we want to do. But let's make 
such decisions on the basis of an intelli­
gent appraisal of our own capabilities. 
If our goals are realistic, clearly defined, 
and valued in relation to their true 
worth we can hope to avoid that frustra­
tion which characterizes most malad­
justed personalities . Essentially, good 
mental hygiene results from the applica ­
tion of scientific method to daily living. 

What can we do a bout it? How can 
we prevent ourselves from becoming 
mental casualties? There are no "sure 
fire" rules. But it should be possible to 
establish a few principles. Suppose we 
call them guideposts to mental health. 

1. Set some goals for yourself. Make 
them definite. Don't make t hem vague. 
For example, don't set as your goal "to 
have a big income." You will never at ­
tain it. Whose income is big enough? 

2. Be sure your goals a r e attainable. 
To the man whose goal is an income of 
$3,000, an income of $5,000 is large·. But 
to the man who has set $8,000 as his 
income goal, $5 ,000 is failure. The stu­
dent of average ability whose ambition 
is a straight "A" record will go through 
college constantly frustrated. The per­
son who dreams of perfect happiness as 
a sort of bed of roses existence will 
probably carry a load of frustration 
throughout life. For "life just a in't no 
bed of roses" for most of us. 

3. Change your goals when necessary. 
There used to be an advertising slogan 
which stated, "If garters were worn 
around your neck, you would change 

them oftener." If your goals are ex­
amined constantly in the cold light of 
changing conditions, you will see t he 
need of adjusting them to keep them 
realistic. Be honest with yourself. If 
your goal is too high, discard it for a 
new one. Much that passes for perseve­
rance is merely stubbornness. 

4. Don't make excuses when you fail 
to att ain your goals. Be big enough to 
face facts, even unpleasant facts. 

5. When your problems are too big 
for you, seek competent help. But be 
sure the person you seek is competent. 
Avoid quacks. Unfortunately, that is 
very difficult, particularly in the psy­
chological f ield, for there are no licen­
sing laws for psychologists. Everyone 
who advertises himself as a "psycholo­
gist" is not necessarily qualified. In 
fact, it can almost be said that if he 
does advertise he is not qualified, for, 
usually, qualified professional people 
avoid a dvertising, other than profes­
sional listings. Consult your physician, 
possibly your pastor, or someone on the 
college psychology faculty, for informa­
tion reJ.ative to qualified clinical psy­
chologists and psychiatrists if you feel 
you need professional help in solving 
emotional problems. 

6. Maintain a sense of humor. I often 
think of the picture that hung on the 
wall of the University Chaplain's office 
in my own student days, a picture of an 
ancient philosopher with the caption : 
"'And this,' said the ancient, 'is the 
most important precept of them all"; 
and bending forward he read to the stu­
dent the words that were written in let­
t ers of gold , 'Don't take yourself too 
damn seriously.' "

Dear Fel low Alumni: 
After t he summer session at th e Sor­

bonne f inished in .August , I have been 
followin g t he fa shion of most of the 
students who live at the Fondation des 
Etats-Unis in Paris, by setting forth to 
see as much as possible of Europe. 

Winelda Park '44 ha s taken a leave 
of absence f rom her San Diego teach-

ing position to do gradu ate work in 
Pa ris. At Sta te she was a member of 
Cetza , Ca p and G own, and Alpha 
Sigma Chi wa s her social sorority. 
Since graduation she has been an 
active member of t he American As­
sociation of University W omen, and 
t he San Diego Club.-ED .) -

As you can guess it is Switzerland 
which has been untouched by the war 
t ha t is the most popul ar playground for 
those who can afford it in Europe-and 
it certain ly lives up to its reputation of 
being picturesque. I have actually seen 
mountain chalets with stones on the 
roofs to hold down the boards. The 
music of unsee n cow bells on the high 
mountain passes is tru ly a "hidden sym­
phony" . We were lucky enoug h one day 
to see two chimney sweeps come walk­
ing down the street of a sma ll village 
with their tall sil k hats, brushes, and 
blackened faces. It looked as if they 
had stepped out of a story book. It 
seems that about 75 % of Switzerland 's 
people speak German, 20% French, and 
5% Italian, but oddly enoug h the di­
vi sions a re not by mounta in pa sses, (for 
one can easily travel t here wi thout ri s­
in g above va lley level). If one goes 
from Neuchatel to Bern e it is not over 
25 miles along rolling count ryside, but 
one is Fren ch speaking and the latter 
German . To me it seems a good ex­
am ple for other nations in Europe. It 
proves t hat langua ge difference would 

make li ttle d ifference to the problem 
of a United Europe or world . 

Fran kly I' ll have to admit that t he 
Alps have our Rockies and Glacier · Park 
out-classed, because of t he fre quency 
of small villages tucked all t hrough the 
mountains. Th e Alps seem frie ndly 
wherea s our mou ntai ns look wild and 
sava ge eve n though their profiles are 
less rugged . 

I think Belgi um is recovering t he best 
of any country touched by t he wa r. 
Brussels looks almost li ke Los Angeles 
at night ti me, because of t he neon 
li ghts and the store wi ndows fill ed with 
Kellogg' s corn f lakes, Li bby's ca nned 
foods, and Bendix washers. I have neve r 
seen so many Kai ser Frazier cars as in 
Belgium . They seem to be a great 
success. 

In Holl and I actually saw di kes a nd 
wind mill s, but I' ll have to wai t until 
next spri ng to see t ul ips. 

Here in Ita ly it is rather d iffic ul t to 
reca ll t he fad that t his is 'supposed to 
be' a defeated cou ntry. The store wi n­
dows are brig ht and t he streets a re 
fill ed with sin ging-laughing people . 
Ro me is wo nde rful!! The Vatican , 
Colosseum, and Roma n ru ins are 'out 
of t hi s· wo rld '. I even saw where Mark 
Anthony made hi s speech, "Friends, 
Roma ns, Coun trymen .. . " 

Tomorrow I am going to Naples and 
Capri. As you can guess I'm staying 
here as long as possib le before t he Sor­
bonne starts again wit h t he next session. 
Everyo ne hates to t hink about 'poor 
France' and the place where we live. 
Hot wate r only on week ends, and only 
'hopes' of havin g heat this wi nter. We
