California's great strength lies in the diversity of its people, which the 2001 Pride 
events honor. As a people, we are inextricably bound by our commonalities and shared interests, yet 
it is the many differences among us that create our uniqueness. I commend the organizers of t!-iis 
year's events for their tireless work. The many thousands of people who join together in this 
celebration of community help ensure ,a bright, inclusive future for all Californians. 

These events provide us with a unique opportunity to celebrate the progress we have made towards 
advancing the rights of California's gay and lesbian community . Finally, we have begun to sow the 
seeds of harmony and respect among our people.

But we will not be satisfied until hatred no longer plagues our communities. I have enlisted 
California in the war against crimes that are targeted at America's heart and aim to destroy our values 
and purpose.

As we continue to work for the passage of strong anti-discrimination and hate crime laws, we are · 
sending a clear message that Californians value everyone in our society and that we will vigorously 
oppose those who use hate and wedge issues to oppose us. 

As Governor, I also want California to lead the war against HIV/AIDS. I am reminded time and time 
again that the real faces of AIDS include our mothers and fathers, our sisters and brother, our 
children, our neighbors and our friends. If we are going to bring this epidemic to an end, we must 
commit our resources and our hearts to education, prevention and, one day soon, finding a cure. 

In our· battle to create a nation where gays and lesbians are assured their basic equal rights, I believe 
California stands tall. On behalf of the people of the Great State of California, I extend my best 
wishes for a festival that celebrates our great diversity and our freedom to pursue happiness and 
fulfillment.

Tom Ammiano is a feisty, 
witty and openly gay politician 
whose firebrand style of activism 
has him currently seated as 
president for the San Francisco 
Board of Supervisors. 

Ammiano was elected to San 
Francisco's Board of Supervisors 
in 1994; and then re-elected as 
the top "vote-getter" in 1998. His 
climb up the political ladder was 
achieved with only small campaign donations, which ranged 
from $IO to $ I 00. But with his swift sense of humor and 
outspoken passion for equal rights, he drummed up a broad 
constituency of working-class citizens, people of color and 
LGBT supporters. 

Known in San Francisco as "the supervisor who gets 
things done," Ammiano's preamble into politics began in 
1975 while working as a teacher for the San Francisco 
Unified School District. When the district passed an anti­
discrimination policy that overlooked gays and lesbians, he 
led the Gay Teachers Caucus into a political battle with the 
district's school board meIT)bers. The confrontation resulted 

in the inclusioh oLgayf and l;lesbians in~~ t,D~ policy. 1Pd ' 
eventually, he was elected vice president, and then president, 
to the very board he fought. · 

Ammiano refers to himself with humor as a "working 
class, Catholic, Italian , son-of-a-taxi driver," whose work 
carries a vision not commonly embodied by European­
American politicians. 

Aside from his unwavering support over issues that are 
important to the LGBT community, he continues to tackle 
discrimination at many levels and advocates affordable 
housing, fair labor wages and environmental protection. 

We proudly welcome him as a speaker at this year's 
Spirit of Stonewall Rally and grand marshal in the parade.

He is San Diego's very own 
beloved friend , community leader 
and newspaper columnist, whose 
spirited knack for tackling issues 
and lending compassion has made 
him enormously popular over the 
past 20 years. 

Queen Eddie is known to many 
for the newspaper columns he pens 
for Update, alternating each week between a column that 
metes out sprightly advice to readers Oust Ask Queen Eddie) 
and another that reports on all the latest happenings 
occurring inside our local LGBT scene (Queen Eddie's 
World). 

Prior to writing for Update, he graced the pages of 
Scene and Bravo, which served our community nearly two 
decades ago. 

Queen Eddie's charming persona took off in the early 
1980s after entering a contest for the first "king and queen" 
of the former Bee Jays bar on University Avenue. Known 
best as Eddie Conlon back then , he won the title of "Queen," 
and began appearing on the social and political circuits in full 
drag and tiara. 

His reign, howevef, extended well bey9nd the cOnte~.~­
With the onslaught of.AIDS. Queen Eddie quickly bec;ame an 
activist and entertainer, helping to raise seed money to rent . 
the building for the AIDS Assistance Fund, which later 
became the AIDS Foundation. He emceed fund raising e.vents 
both in and outside of San Diego while forming alH;1nces ~ith 
key politicians and activists who supported his causes. 

Among them was Queen Edd ie's 65th birthday benefit 
for Special Delivery, which raised over $10,000. And 
recently, he founded the Queen Eddie LGBT Cancer Fund 
with the support of the American Cancer Society. 

Since being diagnosed with malignant cancer five years 
ago, he has provided cancer awareness to his readers with 
the hopes of dispelling fears among those with the disease. 
His confidence and compassion continues to uplift everyone 
in our community. 

Not surprisingly, he has received three city proclamations 
over the years, as well as numerous Sandie and Nicky 
awards, plus widespread recognition from U.S. Senators, 
Congressmen and state officials. 

He is also the Queen Mother of the Imperial Court de 
San Diego and an honorary member of Couples/San Diego 
and Prime Timers. With his partner Shawne of 43 years, 
Queen Eddie shines as one of San Diego's most prestigious 

· and established community leaders. And we are honored to 
have him as one of our distinguished grand marshals in this 
year's celebration.

A longtime activist and true 
humanitarian, Barbara Crusberg has 
devoted countless hours working 
with organizations that lend structure 
and foundation to our community. 

Over the past 15 years, she 
served on the Board of Directors 
for AIDS Walk, Mama's Kitchen , 
Metropolitan Community Church; 
the Greater San Diego Business Association and the 
Diversionary Theatre. She is the recipient of numerous 
Nicky Awards, winning honors in categories such as Female 
Citizen of the Year and Businesswoman of the Year. In 1993, 
she received Nicky's prestigious Lifetime Achievement Award 
for her ambitious involvement in LGBT civic matters. 

Through an appointment by former Mayor Maureen 
O'Connor, Crusberg also served four years on San Diego's 
Human Relations Commission, and was vice chair for three 
of those years. In 1992, the city proclaimed November 22nd 
in her name after she raised money and Christmas toys for 
homeless youth through the Coalition for the Homeless. 

Crusberg was also active in bringing the AIDS quilt to 
San Diego for the first time in 1993 while serving as a co­
chair for the LivingAIDS MemorialTask .Force. Addj~J.9naJly, 
she has served on gayand lesbian advisory boards f9F .. Mayor 
O 'Connor and City Councilmen Bob Filner and John Hartl~y. 

A resident of City Heights, she currently serves as 
secretary of the board for San Diego Youth and Community . 
Services, an organization that provides support to at-risk 
homeless youth throughout San Diego County. After 
working 32 years with Pacific Bell, she is the manager of 
Missing Ink, a printing and graphics company in Hillcrest that 
has long supported San Diego Lesbian and Gay Pride. 

Crusberg's diverse range of achievements has impressed 
a myriad of age and cultural groups, as well as political 
parties. In 1991 the Log Cabin Club bestowed upon her its 
Pursuit of Happiness Award, which Crusberg says, "Was a 
great accomplishment being a Democrat."

The ministries spearheaded 
by Rev. Tony Freeman have 
provided immense comfort and 
support to scores of individuals 
throughout our city. Since joining 
Metropolitan Community Church 
in San Diego as senior pastor, he 
has also pulled together a diverse 
lay leadership to bolster the 
church 's innovative Ministry Plan. 

The plan calls for 21 new teams, each spawning several 
ad-hoc and ongoing ministry groups. Participants are trained 
through a quality leadersh ip curriculum called "Leading With 
Love," which was developed by Rev. Freeman to bring 
continuous improvement to the church's outreach efforts. 

Because of the effective leadership skills Rev. Freeman 
has provided, nine new ministries were born since he joined 
the church. And worship attendance has risen significantly, 
from 265 per week in 1997 to a current average of 400. 

Rev. Freeman is a graduate of St. James School of 
Theology and Seminary in Tarpon Springs, Florida. He joined 
MCCSD in 1996 after serving at Metropolitan Community 

Churches in Florida and Colora?~· >· 
In San Diego, he is a pillarJ or tho~.e in need. He .1~;, th~ · 

founder of Operation Hope for the Hungry, which. f~L~es 
funds for the San Diego Food Bank and prompts el~cted 
officials to support its cause. And earlier this ye~tr b.~ 
created the "Loaves of Love" ministry with memb.~rs frQm ,/ 
his congregation, providing free bread and other st,apleS' to 
the poor every Saturday morning in front of MCCSD in 
North Park. He also organized deliveries of school supplies 
to Harbor Summit School at St. Vincent de Paul Village for 
children of homeless families. 

The outreach efforts currently forming under his direc­
tion include the development of a transitional living facility 
for LGBT youth; and an upcoming partnership with Amor 
Ministries to assist in the building of small homes in Tijuana. 

Rev. Freeman became known to dozens of San Diego 
couples last July while officiating Pride's mass commitment 
ceremony. He will again this year offer his pastoral services 
for another commitment ceremony scheduled for 2 p.m., 
July 29, inside the Pride festival. 

In addition to his work through MCC, Rev. Freeman 
has been actively involved with the San Diego Police 
Department's advisory board to the GLBT community; 
the "No On Knight" steering committee; the Greater 
San Diego Business Association; and several other commu­
nity-based organizations.

As parents of two young children, Lynn and Lori Barnes­
Wallace are challenging the th inking of those who attempt to 
undermine our community's family values. 

They are high-profile 
role models for alternative 
parenting, having appeared 
on national television and 
in print media as a way of 
raising greater awareness 
over the needs and 
concerns of other same­
sex couples raising children 
together. 

The Normal Heights couple is also a plaintiff in the ACLU 
lawsuit against the City of San Diego for allowing the Boy 
Scouts to use public land in Balboa Park and Mission Bay. The 
suit, filed last September, calls for the city to discontinue its 
land leases with the Boy Scouts based on the organization's 
discriminatory practices against gays and lesbians. 

"Having a s~n of Boy Scout age made us feel as though it 
was the right thing to do," says Lori, referring to the couple's 
involvement in the lawsuit, which is still pending.

the San Diego Union-Tribune and the Gay and Lesbian Times . 

Additionally, they were featured in USA Today last 
October for a story that highlighted their involvement with 
the local ACLU lawsuit. 

The Barnes-Wallace family has marched proudly each 
year in the San Diego Pride parade with various contingents 
of which they are affiliated, such as Family Matters, Christ 
New Creation Community Church and the San Diego 
Unified School District. 

Lynn, who is an educator for the school district, was a 
key negotiator for its domestic partne rship policy, enacted in 
1994.

Education by the California Alliance for Health , Physical
